Ramadan—-May 27-June 25

What better time than Ramadan for Christians to pray for the
world’s Muslim people as they fast, pray, and seek God. Pray
that God would reveal His Son Jesus to them. Pray for the
Christians who live and work with Muslims. Pray for a greater
breakthrough for the Gospel among the 1.6 billion Muslims of
the world (of which 5-8 million live in America).

Thousands of Muslims are converting to Christianity in the
Middle East in the midst of intense persecution. According to
The Voice of the Martyrs, “tremendous growth is taking place
in the lives of new believers who are Muslims...There are
thousands upon thousands coming to Christ...there are
churches in Iraq and Syria being full of new believers.”

The President of Open Doors has been told that one pastor in
the region had to text his entire congregation asking them not
to come to church one day because there were so many
Muslims that there wouldn’'t be enough room for anyone else.

A pastor who leads more than 30 churches across the Middle
East reports that 80% of his Bagdad congregation had fled Iraq,
but the church is still full with new people coming. “We have
about 400 people every Sunday in Bagdad and about 30% of
those are from different religions.”

The word reviva/ may be too strong, but many Muslims are
becoming disillusioned with their faith and looking to the
Church for answers. They don’t understand how people can do
such atrocities in the name of Allah, so they want to find
TRUTH.

Prayer is shedding Light where there once was darkness.
