Church Ministry Opportunities:

« Benevolence program: helps non-members with emergency needs, such as gas vouchers, hotel
rooms, etc.

e LEO fund (Loving Each Other): helps members of the church in times of emergency, using do-
nations by the church

« Shepherd Shelves (food pantry): helps many in the church and the community. The food and
non-food items are donated by the church members. There is also a small budget provided to
meet the needs.

o Community Garden: \Whoever is interested in gardening, we welcome you to participate in this
program either growing food for your needs or for the needs of the community (located at the
north west corner of our church building with 15 raised beds).

« Wood Ministry: At the southwest end of our church building, you may notice a small pile of cut
logs which make up our wood ministry. This wood was donated by Plum Creek. It has been cut up
by men in our congregation and split and stacked by our youth. Without their labor of love, this
ministry would not be able to continue. This is a ministry for those who are in extreme need of
wood for heat and no way to get it for themselves.

* Resurrected Wrecks Ministry: \We have been able to give several cars away in past years to sin-
gle moms or families who were in need of one. We are always excited about receiving wrecks be-
cause they can be used for some one who has a need. Curt Ethington heads up the Resurrected
Wrecks ministry. He has a team of mechanics who have literally put together old cars, making them
mechanically safe to drive.

« Evergreen Community Meals: Fasthaven serves dinner at Calvary Lutheran Church on the sec-
ond Thursday of each month. This service is provided by small groups or our youth groups who
want to serve others. It is a great way to meet and serve people who appreciate a good healthy din-
ner and a friend. We encourage you to get involved and expect to be blessed by the experience.

» Neighbors in Need: This pastoral organized and supported ministry, is now completely faith
based, not accepting money from the government. Easthaven has helped with fund raising and
promotion. Neighbors in Need help people who fall on hard times and don’t qualify for any welfare
help. They are helped with utilities, rent, gas, and many other things.

o Habitat For Humanity: Provides affordable homes for many people in the Flathead Valley.
Easthaven has been involved with building homes in Columbia Falls and Kalispell and also
provides meals for workers. No professional experience is required - there are people available to
train on the job.
